AIM OF THE MEETING:

The P2P Programme intends to offer to civil society organisations from the beneficiary countries the possibility to visit EU institutions, as well as relevant EU platform organisations, or whenever relevant for the topic of the study visits, also other European, international or national organisations, in order to familiarise themselves with EU structures, policy making process, programmes, policies and best practices.

The aim of this study tour is to give participants the opportunity to familiarise themselves with the EU policies and programmes related to the fight against poverty and social exclusion, as well as to offer them exchange and networking opportunities among themselves and with other European-level civil society organisations active in this field. National and, if possible, regional examples of actions in this field could also be presented to the participants. It will also give them the opportunity to attend the conference 'Promoting social inclusion and combating poverty through cooperation in education, training and work in EU neighbouring countries', organised by the European Training Foundation (agenda and concept note are attached).
The study visit is open for the participation of several representatives (up to five per beneficiary) from each of the candidate countries and potential candidates to EU accession (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Kosovo (UNSCR1244), Montenegro, Serbia, Turkey, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia). Participants will represent mainly NGOs/associations defending the rights of and/or providing services to people experiencing poverty.

Around 35 participants from civil society organisations in the Western Balkans and Turkey will attend the study visit.
